   1 - Personal data form. 
   2 - Membership verification form. 
   3 – Brief  listing of 5 events applicant’s parent attended in the past year. 
   4 - Letters of recommendation from two professionals, other than 
        a relative (such as a teacher, employer or clergy). 
   5 - A 200 word essay from the applicant explaining his/her  
        educational goals and how those goals will be applied to 
        his/her future.                                                                        
   6 - A 100 word essay from the applicant describing what role PWP 
        has played in his/her family.                                              
   7 - Letter of acceptance from college, university, trade or 
        vocational school. 
 
 
The Higher Education Awards will be awarded on the following basis: 
   1 - Character and personality. 
   2 - Scholastic ability and vocational aptitude. 
   3 - Participation in school, community affairs and PWP.
